A REFLECTION FROM FR. FRANCIS

Prayer is part of who we are. It defines us. The disciples of Jesus knew
this when they asked Jesus to teach them to pray. Each religion has prayers
particular to it. As Christians, it is the “Lord’s Prayer” that identifies us as
such just like the Rosary identifies us as Catholics. Today we need to ask
the Lord — with the disciples — “Lord, teach us to pray!” We need to be con-
vinced that there is, in the life of the baptized person, no substitute for some
time of personal prayer every day. How long that prayer time is, is a bit irrel-
evant. All sorts of factors will come in there. Some people will make a holy
hour, or twenty minutes; but five to fifteen minutes of time given for God
alone each day is just as valuable. The point is: that we do it. That is we
should actually and consciously stop doing other normal things and enter
into a conversation with God in prayer. A good place to start is with the pray-
er that Jesus gave us; we can be assisted in the dialogue with God’s word in
the scriptures. But the point is that we actively create a “moment” for speak-
ing and listening to God; a moment that becomes a symbol and sign of our
whole life which should be about speaking and listening to God. It has been
said that there are only two things necessary for prayer: love, and the for-
mation of a habit. God’s love for us and our love for God should lead us to
want to give some time in our day for God alone; and then we build up that
love — as in any relationship — by making a regular habit of setting some time
in each day for God alone. When it comes to prayer, what matters most is
“practice, persistence, and faithfulness” — the very attitudes that Jesus com-
mends in the Gospel today. May we always be in union with God in prayer!!!
